Das HUGGY BEARS Mentoringprogramm

Ein Jahr Zeit. Ein Jahr lang ein fixer Proberaum. Ein Jahr Support, von Produktion bis Verwaltung,
Technik und Dramaturgie. Und dazu Try-Outs, Showings und Feedback-Sessions. Was wie der Himmel
auf Erden fiir Nachwuchskiinstler_innen klingt, ist bei dem Mentoringprogramm HUGGY BEARS ge-
lebte Realitdt. Dahinter steckt jedoch keine Ausbildungseinrichtung oder Kulturinstitution, sondern
Kiinstler_innen selbst, die ihre Erfahrungen einbringen. Mittels seines Netzwerks kann das Projekt
HUGGY BEARS eine breite Palette an Angeboten fiir die Nachwuchskiinstler_innen zur Verfigung
stellen, die auf die individuellen Bediirfnisse der Gruppen und Einzelpersonen eingehen. Mit dazu ge-
horen Auffithrungsmoglichkeiten in verschiedenen Kontexten, die als Try Out oder Showings Einblick
in den kiinstlerischen Schaffungsprozess geben und den Mentees ermoglichen den Umsetzungsprozess
performativer Formate zu erfahren. Moglich ist dies durch den HUGGY BEARS ART SPACE, der Am
Kempelenpark gelegen ist. Hier gibt es Studios, die den Kiinstler_innen ohne Zeitbeschrankung fiir
ihre Arbeit zur Verfiigung stehen.

Ausgewidhlt werden die Teilnehmenden des Mentoringprogramms von einer Fachjury, bestehend aus
Kiinstler_innen. Gefragt sind Gruppen oder Einzelpersonen, die sich innerhalb performativer Kunst-
formen bewegen. Genregrenzen spielen dabei keine Rolle, die Bewerbungen reichen daher von Projek-
ten, die eher dem Tanz zu zuordnen sind, bis hin zu Projekten, die aus dem Bereich der zirzensischen
Kunst stammen. Ein Blick in das Portfolio der HUGGY BEARS 2020 unterstreicht diesen offenen Zu-
gang: mirabella paidamwoyo dziruni und Hyeji Nam studieren derzeit beide an der Akademie der bil-
denden Kiinste in Wien Kontextuelle Malerei in der Klasse von Ashley Hans Scheier] und bewegen sich
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in ihren Arbeiten zwischen multimedialer und performativer Kunst. Das Rhizomatic Circus Collectiv
ist ein fluides Kollektiv, das sich kiinstlerisch zwischen Anarchie und Solidaritit bewegt und neue,
sinnliche Kunstraume erschafft. Daphna Horenczyk erschafft Choreographien, die mit Ironie und der
Fahigkeit tiber sich selbst zu lachen spielen. Fabian Faltin performt mit und am Wort und analysiert
dabei wirtschaftliche und gesellschaftspolitische Themen.

Ein Ergebnis des Mentoringprogramms ist nun im September im Rahmen der Saisoneroffnung von
WUK performing arts zu sehen. An jeweils zwei Abenden prasentieren zwei HUGGY BEARS ihre Ab-
schlussarbeiten und verdeutlichen, in welch dynamischer, einander befruchtender Entwicklung sich
die performative Kunst in Wien befindet.

In times of a share and like economy, the value of real-life experience is dwarfed by the ever-inflating
value of the story told about the experience. Documentation, manipulation and online-reproduction
is taking over, creating alternative realities. In our constant consumption of information (our feed),
images and ideas appear in random eclectic juxtaposition---each image affecting our perception of the
next one as we scroll down. Our emotions are jolted and our capacity for empathy is reduced. DIORA-
MA:stories dissects the image/story-making process exposing the audience to both the online stories
and their making. Morphing images in a constantly-changing diorama aims to subvert the idea: “If it
wasn't documented it didn't happen”.

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Daphna Horenczyk is a dance artist based in Vienna. Since 2012 Daphna Horenczyk is choreographing
independently for stage and film. Her choreographic language is mainly based on contemporary pop
culture and the use of irony and self humor as critical tools to nowadays phenomenons. Her work was
presented in various venues and festivals in Israel and Europe, such as MASH, Intimadance and Suzan-
ne Dellal Center (IL), No Ballet, PAD Mainz and Schwere Reiter (DE), MAAT (PL), the National Theater
of the Faroe Islands (FO) and more.

Hyeji Nam and mirabella paidamwoyo dziruni's new work Zensitive which has been developed through
the year is again a meditative experience composed with sound, visual arts, body and breath, which
brings the performers and the audience into the state of euphoria and dysphoria. It is composed with
their previous works “papagkahiwalay ng mag espiritu” [language: Tagalog] and ###€ (korean: an-ui
gieog = memory inside), emphasising the ritualistic aspect of bodies, bodies which are an object, a
sculpture, an abstraction of emotions and perceptions. Zensitive is all about spacing the bodies by ab-
sorbing, balancing and transforming with the strengths outside of our physical form.

mirabella paidamwoyo dziruni is a multimedia artist transforming everyday experiences into abstract
healing spaces.

Movement, sound, poetry, installation, fashion, painting and continuous energy
exchange are the main components for theses complex creations.

Hyeji Nam is an interdisciplinary artist working with the themes related to literature, sexuality, social
taboos and cultural history. Finishing her B.A.F at Korea University, Seoul, South Korea she has been
working in Australia, Iceland and Norway, being based in Vienna, Austria. She produces performative
films and has recently performed as part of the works from Ingri Fiksdal Diorama (2019) at brut Wien
and Doris Uhlich Habitat / Halle E (2019) at Tanzquartier Wien. Recent projects are focused on inven-
ting new presentation contexts and movement languages.

Hardly any object is so firmly anchored in our households and accompanies our everyday life as casu-
ally and consistently as the refridgerator. This well-known, mostly white industrial product opens up
private and collective areas. Told of isolation and intelligent objects, abundance and emptiness, thrift
and waste, enjoyment and disgust, eating and being eaten, love and abstinence, gender and culture, life
and its contamination...1,000 to 1 million microorganisms live on every square centimeter of a refrige-
rator. The object mutates, reacts, changes meaning and form. The freezer drips. The world blurs.

This rhizomatic circus performance zooms into the interior of a refrigerator and moves into a wide
field, together - alone, with many questions and few answers.

Trigger Warning: You could find yourself confronted with exstatic electronic live music, hypnotic visu-
al overload and at least one fridge, humans and other entities.
